Before you make the registration and fill the application, please read this information carefully.

How to apply a TKY´s family apartment


 


Members of the Student Union may apply for Student Union housing. The right of residence in Teekkarikylä student village is 5 or 2 years, calculated from the year when the applicant first attends HUT. Families with children are eligible for two (2) extra years. Further details can be found under “The Right of Residence in Teekkarikylä”.

APARTMENTS IN THE CAMPUS AREA:
TKY: Servin Maijan tie 6 – 10 – 12 , Servinkuja 1 , Otakaari 20, Otaranta 8 A and C and

OAS: Servin Maijan tie 1, Servinkuja 2.

Types: 2rooms + kitchenette

3 - 4 rooms + kitchenette/kitchen only for the families with children.
The standard equipment found in the apartment:

· Electricity included in the rent (except in the TKY9, OAS 1-2 and Otaranta)
· Telecommunication net Trinet

· Cable-TV (OUBS)

Types: 2 rooms + kitchenette

The standard equipment found in the apartment:

· Unfurnished

· Stove and refrigerator/freezer

· Telecommunication net Trinet

· Cable-TV (OUBS)

· Electricity is not included in the rent. Inhabitants have to make an electricity agreement with some electricity supplier (e.g. www.eon.fi).

Every apartment has a telecommunication net Trinet. More information about it can be found at http://www.tky.fi/verkko/english/Trinet. Maintenance can be reached at verkko@tky.fi

Smoking indoors is forbidden in every TKY’s apartment.

The application process:

Please fill in the on-line application form. You must register as a user before you can fill in the application. Remember to keep your current address and other contact details up to date. If an applicant submits an incomplete application or gives incorrect information, the application will be rejected.

Please submit a separate application for each type of apartment (2r+k, OAS 3r+k or 3-4 r+k).

You may specify preferences such as a certain block, floor, the direction it faces, size etc.
(please see the list of the rents). In this case, an applicant is put on a waiting list only for those apartments that meet his/hers specified preferences.

You can delay accepting an apartment by making a notice for it when you submit your application. 

If both applicants are students of TKK and members of Student Union, the leaseholder has to be chosen when submitting the application. It is a principal that the leaseholder is the one, who studies on a lower course.  The right to be a resident of TKY is determined by leaseholder

Only the leaseholder can fill the application form in campus system. 
The application is valid 6 month from the submitting day. The campus system will send one reminder to the applicant by e-mail a fortnight before the application expires. If the applicant does not renew his/hers application, it will drop out of the waiting list.

When Housing Office has handled the application, the applicant can follow in the Campus System how the application proceeds. When the application is valid, the applicant can make some changes to the application (special requirement, the day when applicant like to accept the apartment etc) or cancel the application if necessary.

The new and changed application will be updated to the waiting list once a week. 

You may change your application preferences while on the waiting list so long as you make the change before you are offered a room/apartment. An applicant is removed from the waiting list if he/she:                                                                   

· does not accept the housing offered  
· fails to respond to the housing offer by the date specified
· applicant has given false or outdated information                                              

When an application has been processed by the Student Union (TKY) and the waiting list has been updated, an applicant can follow his/her progress on the waiting list and make any possible changes or corrections to his/her personal information or application. You can find your application points, your placing on the waiting list, and the period of validity for your application under My Application. You can find the submission date, the desired date of acceptance and the points given to the applications
of the applicants under Waiting List.
The applicant living already in the TKY´s family apartment and who wish to change his or hers apartment to another similar housing type are given priority to the apartment he or she has applied.

BIGGER APARTMENTS (3-4 ROOMS + KITCHEN) are meant only for the families with children. The families with more than one child will be placed on the top of the waiting list.

Sharing apartment with a friend
You can share an apartment with your friend from the buildings which floor designs are suitable for sharing. 

Shared apartments are only granted if both applicants are studying at the Helsinki University of Technology and they meet the requirements set in the Student Union regulations for student accommodation. A joint rent agreement is made so that it ends for both parties at the same time. It is not possible to transfer directly from a shared apartment to a room with shared facilities in the bachelor village.

When you fill application at campus system you have to mention separately that the application is meant to the shared apartment.  Friends ought to fill only one joint application for each of apartment type.

Housing rights in the Student Village:

According to the general rules on residence rights:

The student village apartments are for permanent members of Student Union.

Period of residence

A tenant has the right of residence in the Student Union dormitories up to five (5) years counting from the first enrollment for MA (tech.), architecture or landscape architecture degree. If a student has received only the right for a higher degree at the TKK, the period of residence is two (2) academic years starting from the first active presence enrollment. These periods of residence are applied, unless paragraph 15 § applies. Families with children are eligible for two (2) extra years. Long term illness, long term studies or practice abroad or other similar reason may be basis for a deviation from the earlier mentioned guidelines by the Housing Department. The period of residence may be extended for maximum period of one (1) year, based on a special application. 

Military or unarmed service during the period of residence extends the period according to the length of the service. 

Review of the residence rights

The tenant agrees to inform the Housing Department yearly and upon request on the conditions which define the residence rights for a residence rights review. The department may end the lease at the time of the review, especially if: 

1.  the tenant has graduated from the TKK

2. the tenant no longer is a member of the Student Union

3.  if the conditions regarding the time limits in 9 § of these rules are met 

4. if the tenant has not earned minimum of eighteen (18) study credits at the TKK 

    during the previous academic year as a tenant of Teekkarikylän or Heinävaaran. 

5. if the tenant does not provide the Housing Department with the materials and 

    documents necessary for the residence rights review. 

    Study weeks are transferred to study credits by multiplying with 1,8.

SOME BASIC RULES

If both applicants are students of TKK (and members of Student Union), leaseholder has to be chosen when submitting the application. It is a principal that the leaseholder is the one, who studies on a lower course.  The right to be a resident of TKY is determined by leaseholder.

CANCELLING THE RENTAL AGREEMENT

If it is found that the tenant gave TKY false information when applying for the residential unit, and said information helped the tenant to secure occupancy of a residential unit, the rental agreement will be cancelled immediately.

Deposit 
A resident is charged a security payment of 250 euros before the rent agreement is made. The security payment is returned after he/she has moved out if the resident has left the apartment and its furniture in good condition, returned the keys, paid his/her rent and other fees related to the rent and handled all obligations related to his/her period of residence. 

Upon moving into Student Union housing the tenant shall inspect the apartment and furniture in it and shall immediately report any faults and shortcomings to the housing office. When moving out the deposit shall only be refunded to the tenant after the apartment and its furniture has been inspected and deemed to be up to standards. Furthermore the deposit shall only be returned on condition that the tenant has no unpaid rents or other fees. The landlord shall have the right to, without consulting the tenant, use the said deposit to pay the tenant's unpaid rents and other fees.
A deposit shall also be paid for short-term lease agreements.

WAITING PERIOD

In the event of separation or divorce, application for internal transfer to the bachelor village may be made six months after the rent agreement began, at the earliest
DOCUMENTS TO BE SUBMITTED WITH THE HOUSING APPLICATION BEFORE THE LEASE CAN BE SIGNED.

The applicant must attach the following documents to his application (covering all persons belonging to the same household, if the application concerns family apartment):

1) Copy of passport and visa permits

2)  Study certificate (for previous students a certificate verifying their eligibility for further studies and for new students a certified copy of the notification of their acceptance to Helsinki University of Technology)

3)  A copy of the certificate provided by the Taxation Authorities of Finland concerning the applicant’s and spouse’s taxable income and wealth for the preceding year

4)  A certificate provided by his/her employer showing the gross income for the month in which the application is submitted and a statement to the effect that employment will continue

5)  Certificate of possible study loans

6)  Other relevant certificates such as a certificate of pregnancy, physician’s notices etc.
